Last December, we applied for community grant fundings from both North and West 
Northants Council and the results was finally released last week. 

I’m pleased to hear that a grant has been awarded by the NNC to part-fund a new shopper 
bus service for communities including Loddington, Thrope Malsor and Great Cransley. The 
new Friday service would reconnect these villages with public transport, after the 
withdrawal of route 35 in July 2018. 

Meanwhile, we are planning to introduce a “Shopper Hopper” service around Brixworth too. 
Our minibus will bring shoppers to the new Aldi in Overstone or Weston Favell Centre, 
enabling them to travel and do their weekly shopping independently. 

Communities we serve will be grouped into four zones, so you’ll find trips available to you in 
future itineraries easily. There will also be changes on our existing 78D service to 
accommodate the additional trips. Please let us know what you think using the online form.
